 ’09-’10 WINTER .22 900 MATCH SERIES 
 
WHAT: A series of informal .22 pistol matches, consisting of a full course of slow, gallery, 

timed and rapid fire courses.  Slow fire course - 2 targets: each 10 shots in 10 
minutes; Gallery course - 3 targets: 1 target slow, 1 target timed and 1 target rapid; 
Timed fire course - 2 targets: each target 2 strings of 5 shots in 20 seconds per string; 
Rapid fire course - 2 targets: each target 2 strings of 5 shots in 10 seconds per string. 

 
WHEN: Sunday mornings, November 2009 through April 2010, dates are: Nov. 8, Dec. 13, 

Jan.31, Feb. 28, and Apr. 11.  First Relay at 9:00 am, second at 10:30 if needed. 
 
COST:          $3.00 U.S. (note that these matches will not be registered with the NRA to keep costs 

down).  Also, no awards will be given. 
 
RULES: NRA rules will generally apply, except where they may cause conflict with the 

desires of the range officer or match director in keeping the event flowing smoothly 
and safely.  All operations are at the discretion of the range officer or the match 
director. 

 
RESERVATIONS NOT NEEDED, BUT BE PREPARED TO WAIT OUT A RELAY IF 
MORE THAN 10 PEOPLE SHOW UP.
